You can’t learn by watching from 
the sidelines.  You have to jump in and try it for yourself!
Course Description:
This course will cover topics such as, but not limited to, linear equations, equations and inequalities in two variables, rational exponents and roots, quadratic functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, sequences and series.
Attendance:  
In order to maintain continuity of subject matter, regular attendance is imperative in any academic course.  Students who consistently attend class learn more and typically earn higher grades than students who do not.  You are expected to attend all class sessions, arrive on time and stay for the entire session.  Absences due to medical appointments and court appearances will be excused only if an official document (note signed by doctor, etc.) is provided as proof of attendance.  Do not be late to class.  If you are not present when role is taken you will be marked absent.

Grading:

Homework (25%):

Homework will be assigned regularly and will be due the following class period.  You must write down all problems (except word problems), show all necessary steps to solve the problem, and show your solution.  Please use standard 8.5” x 11” paper (no spiral notebook paper please), write your work in pencil and staple multiple papers together in the upper left hand corner.  Record the class name, your name, chapter, section and problem numbers on each page of your homework assignment.  No late homework assignments will be accepted except in the case of an excused absence.   
At the end of the term, I will determine how many points out of 250 you will receive.  This will be proportionate to the actual number of points earned as the homework assignments themselves most likely will not add up to 250.  The percentage will be the same.  
Midterm Exams (50%):

The midterm exams will make up the majority of your grade in this course.  A midterm exam will follow the completion of a chapter in the textbook and cover the material discussed in that chapter only.  The material you will be held accountable for on an exam will be clearly announced before each exam.  Your lowest midterm exam score will not be calculated in your overall grade.  
Class Participation (5%):
Each student is awarded 50 class participation points at the beginning of the term.  Class participation is defined as taking notes, being involved in class discussions, asking questions, etc.  Any time you are not participating in class due to lack of attention, causing a disruption, unexcused absence or tardiness, you will lose 5 class participation points.  
Final Exam (20%):

There will be a comprehensive final exam at the end of this course.  The final exam may not be dropped from your grade.  The final exam date for this course is Thursday, August 4.
