Course Description

This course will provide students the opportunity to further develop and improve their Spanish basic skills. Speaking, reading, writing, and listening are major areas that will be considered as a priority as we study the grammatical structure of the language. Seven verbal tenses will be studied by the end of the semester. In the process, students will be introduced to very important cultural issues in order for them to have a better understanding of the Spanish speaking world and a better understanding of their own culture as they compare and contrast the Spanish culture with their own.

7. Talk about uncertainties using the subjunctive.

Method of instruction

Every effort will be made to make this class student-centered. That is, an activity will be modeled, and then you will work in pairs and as a whole class to assimilate the vocabulary and structure under consideration. You should make every effort to speak Spanish only and to prepare in advance for the classroom learning activities.

Grading

Your final grade will be based on the following elements: exams, homework, projects, and class participation. Classroom performance and attendance is very important towards your final grade. Since the emphasis in on improving basic skills in Spanish, you must be in class to acquire that ability.
