Course Description:  An introduction to the appreciation of the visual arts.  This course will examine important examples of visual art drawn from a wide variety of media and cultures.  The focus will be on helping students understand and appreciate how visual art works are made and how they function and communicate within their societal contexts. 

Required Text:  Artforms, 8th ed., by Duane and Sarah Preble

Course Objectives:            This course is intended as a survey of the fine and applied arts.  The material covered during the semester will encompass not only a historical perspective, but a contextual one as well: Why do people make art? and What does it mean?  The purpose of the study of art is the same as that of any of the other humanities -- to understand and appreciate our "humanity" -- that which makes us unique in the world -- individually and collectively.

Students will be taught:

1.  Strategies to formally analyze any work of art.

2.  How to relate a work of art to its cultural and historical context.

3.  The nature of creative expression.

4.  The "Elements" and "Principles" of design and how they are used in visual expressions.

5.  To recognize and appreciate the visual complexity of the world around them. 

6.  Which works of art are considered "significant" and why.

  Methodology:

    How we will learn will include power point lectures, discussions, reading and writing assignments. Your attendance is vital for an understanding of the materials covered on the exams. Active note taking in class is required and essential for you to retain all the information covered.

  Attendance/ In-class Writing Assignments, We will take additional time at the end of each class period to write summaries of that day’s material, which you will hand into me for credit. These summaries count as 20% of your grade. Get them all done, and 20% of your total grade is taken care of.

Homework Assignments:  There will be several homework assignments throughout the semester.

Each time we meet there will be required reading from the text but 5 additional assignments will also be required. These may include short papers about a particular artist or artistic style, critiques of exhibits, or creative project.  Homework assignments that are turned in late will be graded accordingly.  Homework scores you earn will be averaged and will count as 20% of your final grade for the semester.

Exams:  Including the Final Exam, there will be 3 exams given in this class.  Exams will cover material from the text and the lectures, with emphasis being placed on information in your book, which will be discussed in class. Exams will include a combination of multiple choice; matching; "Fill in the Blanks"; slide identification; and short answer questions.  The Final Exam is a comprehensive vocabulary exam.
