Course Objective:

Adaptive Computer Literacy is designed to teach students who have a physical or learning disability the basic understanding of how to operate a personal computer in a non-threatening environment. Students will learn basic Internet navigation (surfing the net,) e-mail basics, word processing, spreadsheets and slideshow presentations. When successfully completed the student should have the confidence to operate a PC without fear of breaking it and should be able to advance to IS 15. Dev Ser 277 is a 2-unit course that is offered as credit/no credit. Students are expected to attend class ready to learn. No talking in class while the instructor is lecturing. Continued disturbances during lecture will result in dismissal from the course.
