B. Read and respond to elementary texts related to course topics.

C. Identify vocabulary in context.

D. Formulate elementary narrative and descriptive statements.

E. Practice with question-and-answer formats: WH- and yes/no

F. Formulate requests for, and clarifications/verifications of information related to course topics.

G. Use comprehensible elementary English sentence structure with acquired vocabulary.

H. Distinguish vocabulary by semantic groups.
