By the end of this course students will be able to construct a clear, meaningful descriptive paragraph using simple cohesive devices and basic verb forms appropriately.  Students will also be able to ask and answer, read and respond to simple texts related to course topics.

Course outline:

2.    Verbs: basic verb forms: regular and irregular verbs, subject-verb agreement, inflectional endings, modals

3.     Tenses:  review of present forms; review and expansion of past and future verb forms

4.     Structures: simple and compound sentences; conjunctions, adverbs of time, comparisons and superlatives; paragraph cohesion

            1.     Basic writing conventions

2.     Writing: basic process-writing paragraphs in a variety of simple rhetorical styles

3.      Basic ESL computer literacy and basic ESL word-processing
