Course Description:  This course explores the ELEMENTS & PRINCIPLES OF DESIGN as they are used in the visual arts.  It is the intent of the instructor to familiarize the student with the fundamental uses of process/problem solving, effective manipulation of spatial relationships, refined use of materials and attention will focus on the importance of presentation and composition.  (CSU-GE)
Course Objectives:  
-To identify the dynamic qualities of line and shape and be able to create compositions within a specific format that support their visual concepts.

-To analyze and apply the tri-chromatic aspects of color:  Hue, Value and Saturation (chroma).

-To create projects that demonstrates knowledge of gradation, transparency, color harmonies and simultaneous contrast.

-To think in three dimensions and organize three-dimensional elements of line, shapes and plane, mass, space, texture and kinetic form.

-To develop critical thinking and the ability to articulate ideas using the appropriate vocabulary.

-To create concept driven projects that gives form to and express personal statements.

-To generate solutions and problem solve.
Use of the Studio:

The studio and some tools are yours to use this semester.  The space and tools should be treated as borrowed items.  Return them in the same-or better- condition as you found them.  Clean all tools before replacing them.  Clean your work area thoroughly, including the floor, before you leave. Projects are graded on a 0 to 100 point scale considering cooperation, participation, verbal contribution at critiques and effective fulfillment of sketchbook/notebook.  The primary basis of the grade will reflect the quality of the completed assignment and how well guidelines are followed.  Consideration will be given for effort, enthusiasm, imagination, originality, and successive improvement.  All projects and writing assignments must be received for a final grade.  This class fulfills a CSU GE requirement therefore all writing assignments must be completed for credit of the class.  A C or better must be earned to receive credit for this class.
