The Reedley College Certified Nursing Assistant Program requires a level of maturity and self sufficiency that will help guarantee “patient safety”.  The health care field is demanding and tedious, yet very rewarding.  Potential students need to stop and analyze the reality of working in the health care setting.  If the student has any questions or concerns, contact the instructor prior to enrollment.

Confidentiality
Each student will need to sign an agreement for confidentiality.  This will be done at the facility of Palm Village, the training site.

Without limiting the completeness and generality of the above statement, the individual will continually keep in mind that any and all matters pertaining to:

1. the care and treatment of all people dealing with the training site.

2. all activities of the training site, of whatever description, with its patients.

3. the medical or personal history of all persons which the individual may acquire information through the business of the training.

Information must be kept complete and confidentiality.  Further, the individual will observe the confidentiality in all matters when their services with the training site ends.

More information on this matter will be included with the students training and education course.

Professional Conduct and Appearance
The personal appearance of the student identifies this person as a professional to the public.  The professional image reflects on the student as an individual, on the sponsoring school district, and on the health care profession.

This will be discussed and outlined to student during the class lecture and orientation of class.   
Required Text:
Mosbey’s  Nursing Assistant 6th Edition and with workbook.
Required materials: Watch with a second hand, blood pressure cuff, uniforms, stethoscope, black ink pens, Note book/binder, ID badge.
Class participation is defined as reading class assignments before coming to class; joining in the exchange of opinions in groups; starting appropriate new items for discussion; and perhaps most important of all, asking questions.

 Essential Information:
It is the student’s responsibility to stay informed concerning any changes of assignments.

Missing a class does not excuse the student from this responsibility.

It is the students’ responsibility to officially withdraw from this and/or any course.  Failure to do so may result in an “F” grade being awarded.  As an instructor, the option at various times during the semester to drop a student may be done.  Should a student not be attending regularly, he or she will be dropped.
