Required text: Western Civilization.  Volume II:  Since 1500.  Sixth Edition.  By Jackson Spielvogel.
Course Description and Objective

This survey course will trace the political, economic and social evolution of Western civilization from the seventeenth century to the present.  There will be a focus on the interplay and exchanges between western and non-western civilizations from the 17th to the 21st century, examining the expansion of Western economic, political and cultural influences into remote regions of the globe.  Emphasis will also be on geographic regions of economic, political and cultural significance; principle intellectual and cultural movements; prominent persons, places and events of modern European history.  The objective will be to understand the early modern era of western civilization and how it has contributed to our present society.  The student will, by way of researching a topic from this time period and writing a paper on it, gain competency in historical investigation.  With a view to enhancing skills necessary at the university level, there will be a focus on increased comprehension of historical forces; an emphasis on exposure to primary sources and historical journals; and a thorough examination of the mechanics of citation.
Course Assignments

1. Read the text.  Complete the assigned readings and be prepared to contribute intelligently in class.

2. Classroom Participation.   This will count for 10% of your grade.  Student absences, tardies, or early departures will affect this grade.
3. Tests.   There will be three tests.  The first will be on 7 February covering the material from Spielvogel, chapters 15-18.  The second will be on 7 March, covering material from chapters 19-22  The third will be on 18 April, covering material from chapters 23-26.  Each test will count for 8% of your grade.  Bring a scantron [882-E], and a No. 2 pencil.  Alternative arrangements for tests will be made in cases of (i) emergencies (if I am notified before class), or (ii) they are arranged one week in advance for legitimate reasons.  Otherwise tests must be taken on the scheduled day, in class.  If you are away on an athletic event or field trip on the day of the test, it is expected that you will take the exam the day on or before you leave, or the day after you return.  If you are absent the day of the test, you may forfeit the opportunity to take that test.
4. A two-to-three page term paper.  Choose a primary document from the textbook.  Using at least one other source, discuss the circumstances surrounding the writing of that document and the effects it has had on the development of Western society, culture, religion or culture.  This paper should be documented with footnotes and have a bibliography with at least one other non-internet based sources [as noted above].  You will be graded not only on content, but also on the technical aspect of writing a paper with citations.  Proper format, as prescribed by the instructor, must be observed.  This assignment is due on 21 February.  This assignment will count for 10% of the grade.
5. Outline and Bibliography.  This will be due several weeks prior to the submission of your term paper, on 28 March.  It must include an outline of your paper, as well as a bibliography of the sources you plan to use for your paper.  The bibliography must contain at least one primary source document and three other books on your topic.  (This does not include websites.)  It must be typewritten, but I do accept this outline/bibliography via e-mail.  Even so, a ‘hard copy’ must still be submitted.  Submissions handed in up to 48 hours late will be reduced by one full letter grade.  If handed in from two to seven days late, they will be reduced by two full letter grades.  Papers more than one week late will not be accepted without prior approval of the instructor.  Extensions will not be granted within the week in which the assignment is due.   
6. A five-page term paper.  The paper should be 5–6 double-spaced typed pages (font = Arial, cpi=12), including proper footnoting and a title page. A bibliography must also be included.  (This should be essentially the same as the one submitted in Assignment # 4 above).  This will count for 30%.  It must be typewritten.  I do accept papers via e-mail. Even so, a ‘hard copy’ must still be submitted.   Papers handed in up to 48 hours late will be reduced by one full letter grade.  If handed in from two to seven days late, they will be reduced by two full letter grades.  Papers more than one week late will not be accepted without prior approval of the instructor.  Extensions will not be granted within the week in which the assignment is due.  This is due on 2 May.
7. Map Quizzes.  Two of these will take place during the course of the semester.  These will count for 6% of the grade.
8. Final exam.  This will cover chapters 27-29 and will be on 16 May.  It will count for 15%.
