Course Description:
3 lecture and 1 lab hour per week.

An introduction to computer and information systems concepts and terminology; overview of hardware and software (systems and application including word processing, spreadsheet, database, and presentation); the history of the microcomputer; privacy and legal issues; and, telecommunications (e-mail and Internet). A grade of “C” or better in this course fulfills the computer familiarity requirement. (CAN BUS 6) (CSU, UC)

Course Objectives:
· The student will be able to use a PC with the Windows operating system.

· The student will know the essential hardware elements of the computer system.

· The student will know how to use four applications – Word, Excel, Access & PowerPoint.

· The student will be able to work independently using these applications.

· The student will be able to browse and search the Internet, and send E-mail with attachments.

· The student will explore the history of the microcomputer.

Required Text/Materials:
Computer Concepts, 8th Edition, by Parsons & Oja with MS Office 2002 briefs.
Floppy disks or USB drive.
Access to a computer outside of class.

An open computer lab is available in the library for students. Computers are loaded with software needed for classes and for general computer applications. Applications include word processing, spreadsheets, presentation software, class specific programs and Internet access. Library and Computer Lab Hours: Monday- Thursday 7:30 a.m. - 8:00 p.m., Friday 7:30-3:00 p.m., and  Saturday 8:30-11:30 a.m.
