COURSE DESCRIPTION 
The primary goal of this course is to provide a fundamental understanding of Internet technology.  You will receive a hands-on introduction to the Internet and World Wide Web, including the use of e-mail, Usenet newsgroups, Gopher, FTP, and Telnet.  The course includes the hypertext markup language (HTML), the use of web page editors, creating Web pages, hardware and software setup requirements, the use of the Internet for research and business, ethical and security issues.

· Illustrate the knowledge of Web Editors features
· Explain the process of creating a web site on the Internet
· Associate the ethical concerns in creating a web site
· Relate the security concerns with creating a web site
· Use the internet independently to complete an assigned research project
· To create a basic Web page with a minimum of instruction

TECHNOLOGY PORTFOLIO

Students will use the Internet for their articles and make a copy of the article. The article will be placed into a folder and a typewritten paper will be included with the article.
