This course shall examine the fundamental theories, processes, and applications of elementary statistics.  The objective is for you to learn the material.

Prerequisite:     Math 103 (Intermediate Algebra) or equivalent with grade of C or higher.

Required materials:     The textbook (Essentials of Statistics, 2nd edition, by Mario Triola) and a scientific or

     graphing calculator (TI-30XIIS, TI-83, TI-84 are all good choices; TI-30Xa and TI-36 are acceptable

     but more cumbersome to use; non-TI calculators are discouraged but if you have one and can figure out

     how to use the statistical mode on it that is alright, but be aware that I am generally not very familiar

     with the operation of non-TI calculators, especially for statistics); occasionally graph paper and ruler may

     prove useful.  The Student Solutions Manual to accompany the text is optional.  Computers will be used

     only when they clearly enhance learning of the material.  Please bring your textbook, the accompanying

   CD-ROM, and your calculator to every class!   (Please get into the habit of being self-dependent so
   you do NOT need to “leech” off of other people for materials in class.  If you use a mechanical

   pencil, please bring plenty of extra leads so you do NOT have to “bum for leads” in class.) 

Exams:     All exams are closed-book, closed notes—although I will give you certain formulas(facts (I will

     always tell you ahead of time what I will be giving you, and you must know everything else from the                    sections the exam in question covers).  4 or 5 chapter exams planned plus 1 comprehensive final exam.               Each exam counts 100 points possible, and the lowest single exam score will be dropped.  No early exams

     given; late exam given for only very serious excuse (“going on vacation” does NOT qualify) and must be

     taken after class by prior arrangement on a Wednesday evening, no later than the week after the exam is

     given to the class except in extraordinary circumstances. There will be NO on-exam bonus points available

     on late exams.   Please do everything you can to take each exam on time, in class.  It is very

   BURDENSOME for me to give late exams!!  1 new large blue book required for each exam (buy in

     bookstore for a few cents).  Each chapter exam date will be announced at least 1 week in advance.

Quizzes and homework:     Will be used to enhance chapter exam scores; NO early or late quizzes will ever
     be given.  Quizzes will typically be short and unannounced ahead of time.  Homework and homework policies 

     are stated in the homework list on the back side of this syllabus.
