Course Description: Spanish 1 is an elementary Spanish course designed for students with no prior knowledge of Spanish. The course emphasizes oral communication, listening comprehension, reading comprehension,  writing skills and culture of Spanish speaking people.
METHOD OF INSTRUCTION: This class will be based on oral and written communication, using conversational Spanish. The course requires active, graded student participation in each class because developing proficiency in a second language requires constant practice. As such, you must be well prepared by studying the assigned materials and doing the corresponding exercises before each class. Because of the active conversational nature of the class, you must engage actively in each class. Additionally, you will be required to move around to participate in paired and or group activities.
Course goals :

1. To develop your “survival” language skills.

2. To develop sensitivity to differences and similarities in cultural issues.

3. By the of the semester you will be expected to be able to:

a)  carry on simple conversations in Spanish 

b)  understand general statements and questions 

c)  read and comprehend short passages in Spanish 

d)  write short compositions.
Specific objectives:
1. By the end of the semester, you will be able to:

a) when shown a drawing of several actions, describe what is happening
b) discuss your habits and vacation plans

c) describe your home, friends/family

d) interview other students to find their experiences

e) tell about your daily routine: the 20-30 things you do in a normal day

f) describe other persons and things using appropriate adjectives

g) tell some important things you did yesterday, or last summer.

Quizzes: Your progress will be assessed in the form of a short quiz.  These 25-point quizzes will include material from the weekly assignments.  They may cover any aspect studied such as: verbs, grammar, culture, and vocabulary.  Quizzes will be administered at the start of class.  No make-ups will be given. Do not ask your instructor for special allowances.  From a total of 6 quizzes, the lowest (2) quiz grades will be dropped for final grade tabulation.

Homework: All homework should be prepared before the class discussion.  You will be required to turn in the workbook pages from every chapter to your instructor at the end of each chapter. Audio materials are available at:

Computer work is a required component of this course.
Writing Assignments: You will be required to write (4) in-class essays over the course of the semester worth 25 points each.  Each essay will be written during the class period and should be double-space and approximately 100-120 words in length.  Your instructor will provide you with the grading rubric used to determine the grade.  You must be in class on the day of the writing assignment.
Portfolio Assignments: Throughout the semester, you will be given portfolio assignments.  These may include writing and illustrating a poem or short story, creating a booklet describing and illustrating a passage from your childhood, writing a movie critique, or activities from the book, etc. Further instructions will be provided throughout the semester.  No late portfolio will be accepted. 
Oral Exams: An oral midterm and oral final will be administered as indicated on the syllabus.  These exams will be structured as impromptu group presentations.  Further details will be provided by your instructor.

Written Exams: Written Exams as indicated on the syllabus.  You are responsible for taking all the exams.  No make-ups, no exceptions.
Written Final Exam: The final exam is not comprehensive; it will only cover Capítulos 5 & 6. The final exam will be given according to Reedley College finals schedule.  No make-up, no exceptions. 
Participation: Active participation is crucial in learning to speak a foreign language.  The participation grade (100 points) is based on both quality and quantity of your participation. Quality participation is determined by active, on- task participation in group activities, arriving in class with homework prepared, volunteering and being prepared when called on, etc.

Attendance: Mandatory. Attendance will be taken at the beginning of each class.  Attendance and participation in class activities are essential to learning.  

· You will be allowed 4 absences, excused or unexcused. 
· Each absence over 4 will result in your final grade being lowered by 1%.
· Three times tardy to class are equivalent to one absence, lowering your final grade as explained above.

· The teacher reserves the right to drop a student if he/she has excessive absences.  More than five absences are considered excessive absences.

Tardies: You will be marked absent if you are tardy. So, after class (not during class; please do not interrupt class time with this) be sure to see the instructor and change the absence to a tardy.  Also, tardiness is disruptive to the instructor and the class.

Classroom Policies: Your instructor will provide you with classroom policies and expectations, such as: no gum, no cell phones, no English, etc. You are also expected to respect your fellow classmates and their effort to learn and produce the language.  Student conduct which disrupts the learning process will not be tolerated and may lead to disciplinary action and /or removal from class.
Cheating and Plagiarism: Dishonesty in academic work shows a lack of respect, not only for your instructor and fellow classmates, but for yourself as well. Do your own work.
