Class Objective: To develop an understanding of art that includes a methodology to describe and critique works of art.  Students will be able to recognize and comment on different aspects of visual works, describe elements of design in any artwork, identify artists of the past and present and recognize and identify their works, and relate works of art to their historical and cultural settings.

Homework and Reading Assignments: Students will read constantly, several chapters per week in Artforms for discussion in class.  In-class discussions are not graded for participation but are the basis for many test questions.  Eligibility for English 25 and 26 is advised for this class.

Grading Policy:  Grades are based on six tests.  Tests occur about every four sessions.
Grade Scale:  600pts total; A = 600-540, B = 539-480, C = 479-420, D = 419-360, F = 359-0pts

Test and Class Behavior:  Do not talk, gesture, pass items, whisper, tap, whistle, or mouth/speak to yourself during any test; any incident will result in immediate failure of the test being taken for all involved.  Not following directions will result in immediate failure of a test.  Noisy students will be asked to leave class during normal class sessions and failed during a test.  If you are being spoken to or annoyed during a test, inform the instructor immediately.  All written material must be legible; illegible writing will result in test failure.

Four form 882 Scantrons and two blue books (either size) are required for the summer session; purchase these items from the bookstore immediately as you will not pass any test without them.  Missed tests must be made up at the following class meeting.  The final exam must be taken on the last day of the class (Thursday, August 3, 2006), no exceptions.
Attendance and Drop Policy: Attendance is essential and will be taken every class session.  If a student wishes to drop the class, it is his/her responsibility to do so.  Please observe the college dress code.  No eating, drinking or smoking is allowed in the classroom.  No children and/or pets are allowed to “sit in” on the class.  Make sure that you are enrolled in the class; students not enrolled by the end of the add period will not be graded.

Potentially Offensive Material: This class discusses mature issues in an adult manner.  Themes such as graphic violence, sexuality, organized religion and paganism, the supernatural / paranormal, conflicting male / female viewpoints, changing concepts of beauty, and the cultural role of women may offend some students.  Nudity is common and sexual meanings are often an aspect of art.  These issues are not ignored and are put into modern context.  Please inform the instructor if the material or the discussion offends you.  However, being offended does not negate the student’s responsibility to understand and learn the material being discussed.
