ART 9X  BEGINNING PAINTING OIL AND ACRYLIC
ART 13X  BEGINNING WATERCOLOR

INSTRUCTOR: PAULINA SWIETLICZKO
This course is an exploration of the creative act of painting. Emphasis is placed on the fundamentals of composition and ability to handle materials. Issues concerning canvas stretching, brush cleaning, mixing glazes and toxicity are addressed.

Students will learn basic color theory, linear perspective, pictorial composition, figure/ground relationships, visual perception, spatial concepts, and critical thinking skills will all be emphasized extensively. Demonstrations, slide lectures, group and individual critiques will be given throughout the course. 
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
•  Introduction to color theory, composition, visual elements and principals. 
•  Introduction to painting techniques and processes  of making art.

•  Slides shows and lectures, survey through art history.
•  Experimenting with various art techniques and learning through

observation, invention, creativity.

 •  Student’s development and growth: verbalizing creative ideas, critical thinking,  knowledgeable use of materials.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:


•  There will be lectures– about 30 minutes – at the beginning of many classes.
•  Some lecture time will be used for critique, discussion of readings or material demonstrations.
•  Required class assignments will be started in class and may be completed outside of class. 

•  Students are expected to keep, and turn in for evaluation, a sketchbook for sketching, thumbnail sketching, planning and idea drafting.

STUDIO MAINTENANCE

Students are expected to help maintain the studio as a nice place to work. Please remember to return materials used in class to storage, to wipe off any paint, charcoal, etc. that might have gotten on tables, stools, easels, counters, and sinks. Remember to throw away all trash. Keeping the studio neat for fellow users is both courteous and part of learning to be an artist. The studio must be left clean at the end of each class.

ATTENDANCE POLICY
Attendance is required.  Class discussion of work in progress and other topics are essential elements of the class compelling your presence. You are expected to arrive on time and work through the entire class period.  Frequent late arrivals or early departures will result in a lower grade for participation (- 2 points).  If you miss a class or lab for any reason, it is YOUR responsibility to obtain missed information from a fellow student.  I recommend exchanging phone #’s and emails. Do not contact the instructor.
