I.  Course Description:


A. Prerequisites: Biology 1.  Completion within the last 5 years 


recommended.  Eligibility for English 125,  126 and Math 101 is recommended.

B. Hours per Week:  Lecture, 8 hours and 20 minutes; laboratory, 7 hours and 20 minutes plus as many open-lab hours (if available) as the student can attend to assimilate the information for lecture and laboratory examinations.   


C. Summary:  Biology 20 is an academic adventure that examines the various anatomical components of the human body.  This is a 4 unit course that requires a great deal of time and effort on the part of the student.  The course will further examine the tissues that compose the specific anatomical parts and how these tissues allow the anatomical components to function.

D. Objectives:  By the conclusion of the semester, you the student will be able to recall, identify, describe/explain, and appreciate the many intricate facets of the human body.  You will understand anatomical structure as it relates to the l function of various body systems (circulatory, digestive, reproductive, etc).  Hopefully, you will walk away from the class with a greater appreciation of yourself and for life around you.

D.  Cheating is taken very seriously!  Please see academic dishonesty at the 


end of the syllabus.


E.  Lecture Exams will be 120 point exams.  They will be combinations of 

multiple choice, matching, true/false, or fill-in/short answer.  You will need a scantron for portions of the test.  Test material will be taken from lecture notes and material clarified from text reading. 

F.  Lab Practicals will be 100 questions, and will require a good amount of studying during open lab hours to learn the material.  Laboratory practical exams are set up only once, and therefore there is no way to make them up.    

G.  The 10 point laboratory quizzes should be expected at the beginning of every 


lab session.  Laboratory quizzes may never be made up.  If you are late to lab, and


miss a quiz, consider it a zero.  Quizzes will often be taken from the laboratory 


reports found in the laboratory manual.  These quizzes will be timed, so be on 


time! 

H.  Lab Plates will be collected at the beginning of the next lab session.  You will


have approximately 6 plates throughout the semester.  Neatness and accuracy are 


very important to a good grade.  Plates not on required Biology drawing paper 

will not be graded.  Late work will not be accepted.  More information will follow as to the requirements for the lab plates.

I.  The Final exam will be 1 hour and 50 minutes and cover information from the 3rd exam to the end of the semester, along with some comprehensive material.  It will be 140 points with approximately 1/3 of it being older material.  

J.  Make up lecture exams will not be offered unless there is documented proof of an extenuating circumstance that prevents the student from being in class on the scheduled day.  You will receive one extenuating circumstance excuse for the semester.  Once you use up that excuse, then you are responsible for taking all other exams on the scheduled day.  Missed lab practicals or quizzes can never be made up.  Students find it extremely difficult to bounce back from a missed exam.  Being in class is extremely important, not only for the information, but to also here about any exam changes.  You must contact the instructor before an exam absence, or as soon as humanly possible!  You have one week to make up a lecture exam if you have documented proof of a cleared absence.  Missed lab or lecture time is always the responsibility of the student to make up.  Lecture material should be acquired from students in the class, not the instructor.  The instructor will not contact the student for any type of make up. 

K.  Food and drinks are not acceptable in class.  You will be asked to remove them.  Cell phones and pagers should be turned off and are not to be used in class at any time.  

V.  Attendance Policy:  


It is imperative that you are in class for every lecture and laboratory session during the semester.  You are expected to be on time.  Tardiness and absences will result in missed information.  Tardies will add up to absences.  If you are not in class, you will probably not pass the course because of the amount of information covered.  Attendance will be taken in both lecture and lab.  Attendance in lecture will be taken at the beginning or the end of class using a sign in sheet.  You may not leave early from class.  You are required by Reedley College and state law to attend all of the allotted hours for the course each week.  You may be marked absent if you attempt to leave class early after signing in.  As a student, you may be dropped from the course unless the instructor is notified of the extenuating circumstances causing the absences (I just didn’t feel like coming is not acceptable).

Reasons for being dropped from the course…

1. Student fails to attend the first laboratory or lecture session of the course.

2. Absences from lecture exceed 10 hours for the first nine weeks. 
3. The student is absent from 4 laboratory meetings during the first 9 weeks (consecutive or non-consecutive).

In the event that you are late, please enter quietly and find a seat.  If this will be disruptive please sit near the door.  Make sure you see the instructor to sign in before leaving to insure you are not marked absent.  Four tardies = one absence. 

VI.  Other Information:


Drops:  You will have until the 9th week  to drop the course without a grade appearing on your record.  If you elect to do so, be sure to drop yourself.  Do not assume that you will be automatically dropped.  You will be dropped if you miss too many class periods, consecutive or non-consecutive.  This is very important, because after the 9th week, state law mandates that a student must receive a letter grade. 


If you receive a D or an F, you can petition to change your grade after re-taking the course.  The higher grade can be put on your transcript for GPA calculation.  However, the other grade will still remain.  If you withdrawal, you would still have a W on your transcript, but this is clearly better than a D or F.  


Extra Credit will be offered at the discretion of the instructor!  Do not ask if you can do extra credit to improve your grade, the answer will be no.  If extra credit is offered, it will be for the entire class.  Please refer to the grading scale to see where much of your extra credit is already included.  If you have 
over four absences within the semester you will not be eligible for these points.

Academic Dishonesty 


Academic dishonesty is unacceptable and will not be tolerated by Reedley College.  Cheating, plagiarism and collusion in dishonest activities erode the college’s educational and social role in the community.

Cheating is the act of deception by which a student misleadingly demonstrates that he/she has mastered information on an academic exercise.  Examples include but are not limited to:

3.  Taking a test for someone else or permitting someone to take a test for you.

1.  Incorporating the ideas or words of another’s work without giving appropriate credit.

Disciplinary Procedures are outlined in your Reedley College student catalog and are summarized as follows when a faculty member discovers a violation:

1.  Conference with student to address allegations

2.  Notification of division dean, report for permanent record of student.      
3.  May give student “F” for assignment or course. 
4.  If more than one infraction has occurred, the student may go on probation, be suspended, or expelled.  An appeal may be made within 15 days of notification.
