· Identify the different levels of child care workers and know the training requirements for each.

· Demonstrate a knowledge of all areas of child growth and development theory.
· Recognize the importance of the adult role in the socialization process.

· Demonstrate competencies in the area of program planning and evaluation.

· Analyze the components that contribute to a safe and healthy outdoor learning environment.

· Identify developmentally appropriate activities to be used with school age children.

· Demonstrate organizational and group management skills in a lab setting.

Course Outcomes:

Upon successful completion of this course, students will:

· Demonstrate an appreciation for the growing need for quality child care and the unique needs of each community.

· Identify the different levels of child care workers and know the requirements of each.

· Describe the developmental characteristics and needs of school-age children.

· Apply child development theory in an appropriate and meaningful manner.

· Demonstrate the effective leadership role of the adult in child care.

· Plan, schedule, and evaluate daily and weekly activities in collaboration with the children.

· Design an outdoor learning environment that meets licensing standards. 
· Compile a file of developmentally appropriate outdoor activities for small and large groups of children.

· Organize and manage groups of children in a learning activity.
