Description:  An oral skills course for beginning ESL students.  Designed to develop communication skills in listening, speaking, and pronunciation.  Prepares students for ESL 261 level courses.  May be taken concurrently with ESL 260.

Prerequisites:  Use of language other than English as primary language.  Appropriate multiple-measure placement by a counselor, which includes score on approved ESL placement test such as the CELSA and/or counselor/instructor recommendation.
Repeatability:  This course may be repeated twice.  Students can take this course three times and receive credit (CR).  

Class Objectives: Students will: 
A.  
listen multiple times to controlled basic verbal messages that are commonly heard in the workplace, classroom, or interpersonal communication settings and identify main idea and supporting detail with context-rich cues for support.

 

B.  
manipulate basic language structures and vocabulary in meaningful communicative language contexts by identifying, matching, substituting, classifying, and performing other word association tasks.

 

C.  
practice speaking and receiving feedback in context-rich, everyday communication situations using function words and high frequency content words.

 

D.
practice and receive feedback on pronunciation of basic English vocabulary.

 

E.
become aware of, practice and receive feedback on consonant, vowel, and basic intonation

patterns and their use.

 
F.
be prompted to monitor and self-correct errors in spoken English.

Course Content:  

A.
Listening


1.
Adapted listening practice using audio and video recordings of basic functional language for communication in workplace, classroom, and interpersonal communication contexts




2.
Focus on various aspects of listening comprehension (global, discrete listening, grammatical structures, tone, etc.)


3.
Dictation practice of words, phrases, and simple sentences


4.
Demonstration of comprehension (acting, appropriate verbal or kinesthetic response, following directions, etc.)

 

B.
Speaking


1.
Speaking tasks organized around thematic units on everyday social topics, including numbers, the calendar, housing, personal information, health, relationships, occupations, parts of the body, food, location, everyday activities, community, and leisure


2.
Controlled and guided dialogue practice involving asking for information, making requests, asking for clarification, answering questions, describing, explaining, and reporting a problem


3.
Practice conducting surveys, interviews, discussions, and role plays using basic structures

 

C.
Pronunciation


1.
Introduction to alphabet and sound/symbol relationships


2.
Vowel and consonant sounds, syllable stress, thought groups and basic sentence intonation patterns


3.
Word endings, reductions and linking of function words and high frequency, basic vocabulary in everyday colloquial expressions


4.
Difficult sounds, minimal pairs, and stress and intonation using software in computer lab
