Subject Prerequisites:  Use of language other than English as a primary language.  Appropriate multiple-measure placement by a counselor, which includes scores on approved ESL placement test such as the CELSA, successful completion of ESL 260 or ESL 260LS, or counselor/instructor recommendation.
Course Objectives:  In the process of completing this course, students will:

A. Listen to controlled passages on everyday social topics and identify main points and supporting details with visual or other realistic support.

B. Record in written form what is heard with increasing accuracy.

C. Practice speaking and receiving feedback in controlled dialogues with increasing accuracy.

D. Ask questions, make predictions, and express opinions on topics common to familiar situations with controlled instructor guidance.

E. Practice and receive feedback on pronunciation of basic vocabulary.

F. Become aware of, practice and receive feedback on consonant, vowel, and basic intonation patterns and their use.

G. Be prompted to monitor and self-correct errors in spoken English.

Course Outcomes:  Upon completion of the course, students will be able to:

A. Identify, select, and extract information on everyday social topics from controlled, near-normal speech with reasonable accuracy.

B. Prepare and orally present on everyday social topics using visual aids.

C. Converse on basic, familiar topics using effective communication strategies.

D. Speak clearly enough to be understood in familiar, social situations

E. Pronounce high frequency words with consistent, correct stress patterns

Homework:

Oral Presentations:  There will be three (3) graded presentation in this class.  You will be assigned a topic, and you must prepare and practice many times before your presentation date.  I will be asking for an outline of your presentation, note cards and samples of visual aids for your presentation.  These presentations will be between 5-10 minutes long for each person.  I will give you specific instruction several days before the presentation week.

Attendance and Class Participation:  Your attendance in class is important for not only you, but also for your classmates especially if I have given you a group project.  Make it your priority to be in class everyday.  If you miss a class, you are responsible for the homework and activities that went on in your absence.  Ask your classmates what we did in class or lab the day you are absent.  If you are late (more than 15 minutes) 3 times or more in one week, you will be marked absent for one day.

Final Exam:  Every student must take the final exam in the final week to pass this class.  No final exam, no credit.
