In the process of completing this course, students will:

1. Analyze English sentences, identifying parts of speech and functions of the parts of speech.

2. Review a variety of sentences including those of a complex nature, using subordination, coordination, and modification.

3. Demonstrate skill in using conventional punctuation.

Minimum Class Requirements To Pass English 105:


Attendance: Class participation is vital. Many assignments will be completed during class time. Your final grade will suffer the consequences of lack of participation. Attend class regularly. Failure to submit your writings to the workshopping sessions will result in a lowered final grade. You will be graded on both having material prepared for workshop and the quality of your responses to others’ writings.


Activities/Quizzes: Every week there will be a quiz on the material you will have covered on your homework. You will not know what day the quiz will take place. Each quiz will be worth 20 points. You will also have various activities throughout the course of the semester that take place during class for points. No make-up work is allowed past the due dates.


Late Paper Policy: Written assignments, activities, quizzes, etc. are not accepted after the due date.
