I expect you read as much as you can, as joyfully as you can, and to:

1.  Find books, authors, subjects, and themes that matter to you, to your life, to 

     who you are and who you want to become.

2.  Keep a list of your territories as a reader: authors, subjects, purposes, 

     genres, and try new ones; expand your reading schemas.
3.  Recognize that there are different modes of reading and different stances 

     readers take in regard to different kinds of texts.

4.  Go inside your books and respond to the writing you are reading; decide what 
     is working and what needs more work in the books you read.
5.  Have conversations, both oral and written, with others about what you think 

     and notice about the writing you are reading.
6.  Learn new words and new approaches to learning new words.

7.  Read for at least a half hour every night, seven nights a week.

By the end of the course, you can expect to:

1.  Know more about the world and current events
2.  Be able to understand, remember, and respond to what you read. 
3.  Be able to accurately summarize what you have read.

4.  Be able to tell someone else in your own words what you read.

5.  Present your opinions based on facts, not just on emotions.

6.  Know about 50 new words and how to learn the meanings of new words 
     more efficiently.

7.  Find that you not only read more than you used to, but also that you enjoy 

     reading more than you used to.

8.  Feel more confident and be more capable as a college reader.

Grading and Credit

You must be officially enrolled in the class no later than Friday, August 31.  English 262 is a four-unit class that comes before English 126, the reading requirement for graduation.  To be accurately placed in English 262, you should have completed English 260 or scored appropriately on an English placement test.  The class is offered on a graded basis with a credit/no credit option.  Grades are determined on a point system as explained on the Point Total Sheet.  It is your responsibility to keep a record of your scores on the Point Total Sheet and to check it against my record for you on Blackboard.  It is your responsibility to let me know if there is a difference between your record and mine.

Participation and Attendance

Come to class on time and ready to work.  It is your responsibility not to interact with your phone or MP3 player in class.  MP3 players and phones must be off and put away when class begins.  If your phone rings in class or if you are playing with your phone or MP3 player in class, you will be asked to leave.  Please ask for permission before bringing children or other guests.
