Course Description: This course examines the development of the United States from 1865 to the present, providing an overview of the events and factors that have transformed America into the nation it is today.

Course Objectives:

The students will be able to:

1.
gain an understanding of the broad forces that have shaped the multicultural society of the United States.

2.
the role of government, the evolution of political institutions from 1865 to the present.

3.
analyze and identi& the cultural, social, economic and intellectual movements, the changes in the social structure, and foreign policy of the U.S.

4.
explain the causes and consequences of immigration, changes in the national economy, social movements and key cultural and political developments since the Civil War.

Course Assignments:

•
Examination (100 points each): four examinations based on assigned readings and course lectures. All are for each section covered. All count toward overall grade and no score will be dropped.

•
Quiz (25 points each): four quizzes based on assigned readings and course lectures. All count toward overall grade and no score will be dropped.

•
Term paper (50 points): a brief five to seven page term paper involving the analysis of some historical issue. The student will choose from a range of topics selected by the instructor.

•
Additional assignments (50 points): There will be assignments consisting of homework and outside readings.

Your abilities in these areas and your understanding of the readings and presentations will be judged based on your in-class discussions, your papers and final exam.
