Class Projects:

To be submitted on the in-class dates with the first due 10/17, and the second one due 12/12. The projects are to find a journal article relevant to the field of psychology, summarize it, and give your opinion on the topic. The journal article must be attached to the submitted paper. The paper is to be double-spaced and typed. The length is 2-3 pages. 

Exams:

There will be 2 in-class exams, the first will be 10/17 and the final will be 12/12. These exams will cover a wide ranged of information covered in the course. There will be announcements and other information provided regarding the exams as the course progresses. The exams will include: True/ False, Multiple Choice, and Short Essay questions.
