Interpersonal Communication is designed to give students the opportunity to explore themselves and how they relate to others. 4.)  Discussion Board – You are required to post one new thread (2%)and reply to two threads (1/2% each= 1% total) 10 times throughout the semester. All discussions are given in detail in Blackboard. You need to write your answer in a word processing program, spell check and edit before posting to the discussion board.  New threads may not be posted more than two days before the due date. 


5.) Weekly journal - Students will be expected to keep a weekly journal in which students reflect on the application of specific topics, from that week’s chapters, to their personal lives.  Each journal entry must be a minimum of two typed pages.  Students are required to turn-in journals three times (10% each)during the semester and on the proper due date.  Weekly journals and must be typed, double spaced, using 12 point Times New Roman font with one inch margins.  





Credit is given at the discretion of the instructor.  To receive full-credit for each thread, your answers must answer the question, fulfill the word length and be free of spelling and grammatical errors.


Assignments


Note:	All assignments are worth 100 points and hold a different percentage value in the class.  All graded speeches consist of a 75 point delivery score and 25 point outline score to total 100 possible points.
