Description:
A reading, writing, and grammar course for beginning ESL students. Designed to develop communication skills in reading and writing. Prepares students for ESL  264 courses. May be taken concurrently with ESL 260 LS.

Prerequisites: Use of a language other than English as a primary language. Appropriate multiple-measure placement by a counselor, or counselor/instructor recommendation.

Course Objectives: In the process of completing this course, students will:

· Read a variety of passages on social, professional, and academic topics.
· Write for a variety of social and academic situations.

· Record in writing what is heard with increasing accuracy.

· Be introduced to a variety of reading and writing strategies and practice these in a variety of settings.

· Recognize paralinguistic features of English.

· Be introduced to an appropriate level of academic vocabulary.

Course Outcomes: Upon completion of this course, students will:

· Produce simple writing with an acceptable level of grammatical accuracy.

· Recognize and use basic English punctuation. 

· Identify significant errors that impede communication.
· Use reading strategies to negotiate text meaning.

· Write clearly enough to be understood on a variety of topics.
