Course Description: Development of the process of writing, revising, editing, and completing short papers, including the logical development and organization of ideas. Emphasizes avoiding common writing errors; develops reading skills by reading model essays and analyzing rhetorical strategies; develops critical thinking skills by matching the structures of writing to meaning and audience, and by using writing as thinking to explore and express ideas. The course outcome standards, listed on the second page, will be followed.  A research paper is a major requirement of those standards.                           

Attendance:  Attendance is recorded.  More than eight absences will cause the student to receive an F in the course.

Grading Policy: A quarter of the final grade will be based on homework and class participation which consists of exchanging opinions, adding new discussion items and answering questions. Half of the final grade will be based on written papers.  The other quarter of the final grade will be based on exams.  The final exam, consisting of an in-class written essay and a grammar skills test, needs to be passed at C grade or higher or the student will not pass the class.

Children are not to attend the class with students.  Students are expected to do a great deal of writing. The writing needs to be typed or written in black or blue ink only.  Homework may be typed.
