Course Description
English 1A is equivalent to the freshman composition course at a four-year university. 
We will be working on the skills required to write an interesting, unified, organized, coherent essay of substance. We will be doing this by concentrating on the relationship between “seeing” and writing. You will write four essays for this class and learn how to employ a variety of rhetorical strategies. The first two essays will be based on your personal experiences. The third, a research paper, will require research outside of your personal experiences. The fourth essay will be a literary analysis in response to The Stranger. 
Course Policies
Attendance: Attendance is a crucial component of this class. Your attendance is mandatory and excessive absence, tardiness, or lack of preparation will adversely affect your participation grade.  
Reading Responses: You will be required to complete reading responses in conjunction with reading assignments. These must be in MLA format and on time. There will be no makeups of reading responses for any reason.
Essays/Writing Assignments: This class requires the completion of various graded assignments. They must be in MLA format and on time. You will keep all of your work for the semester both on disk and on hard copy in your binder. This is important because your final is based on your accumulated binder of work. I expect out-of-class essays already printed out at the beginning of the class they are due. The reason for any late paper must be written to me in letter form before the essay is due, and I will decide whether or not the excuse is justified. No essay seriously deficient in the area of mechanics will receive a passing grade. You must receive a combined grade of 70% or better on your essays in order to pass the class. 
Final Exam: You must attend the final in order to pass the class.

Texts/Materials: I will ask you to withdraw from the class if you don’t have your required texts and materials (The Stranger not required until April) by the end of the second week. Don’t attend class without your text, binder and disk.
Accommodations: Please let me know of any special circumstances you might have. 
Plagiarism: Some essays will be submitted to turnitin.com. Any student who plagiarizes a paper will fail the course. No exceptions.
