REQUIRED TEXT AND SUPPLIES: 

Text:   White, Gary – Music First – 5th edition 


Other Required materials:  plastic soprano recorder; music staff paper


ATTENDANCE: Students are expected to attend class regularly.  Daily homework will be assigned.  Students are expected to attend each class.  After the equivalent of two weeks of absences, students will be dropped.  If a student is tardy, it is his/her responsibility to notify the instructor immediately after class so that the absence is changed to a tardy. Three tardies constitute an absence. TOPICS:  Rhythm, meter, pitch, clefs, accidentals, major scales, key signatures, intervals, minor scales, chords, transposition, harmonic system.  Students will also learn to use their singing voice and how to play the soprano recorder.

ASSIGNMENTS: Reading and written homework Assignments and  hands-on practice assignments will be given daily and/or weekly. Late assignments will receive half credit. No credit will be given for assignments that are more than one week late. Mid-term tests will be given approximately every 6 weeks.

Final Exam - 30% 

If there are three or more midterms, the lowest mid-term score will be dropped. No make-ups for missed mid-term exams without prior arrangements. Final exam required.
