Objectives: Interpersonal Communication is designed to give students the opportunity to explore themselves and how they relate to others.  Students will study theory and skills that will help them interact more effectively in personal, professional and intercultural situations. Advisory: Eligibility for English 125 and 126 or English 153 or ESL 67 and 68 recommended.

Class Participation:  To be able to learn from and support your classmates, it is imperative that you participate in discussion questions posted in the discussion board.  Students will be expected to post answers and reply to other students comments on the discussion board.  Directions will be given for each week’s discussion questions. Students are strongly advised to review the discussion board every Monday and continue to check for updates throughout the week.

If a student decides to drop from this class, it is the students’ responsibility to complete the proper paperwork.

Late Assignments:  All assignments are expected to be completed on time as assigned; however, the instructor understands that there might be an occasion when a student must turn in an assignment late.  Any late assignment will be penalized two full grades.  Students will not be allowed to take missed quizzes regardless if the student has a valid excuse.
Quizzes:  There will be 14 quizzes worth 20 points each.  The two lowest scores will be thrown out at the end of semester.  Quizzes will focus on key terms and concepts from your text book and “Instructor’s Thoughts.”  Quizzes will be multiple choice, matching and true/false questions.  Quizzes will be given every Tuesday unless otherwise noted on the schedule.  Students will have 20 minutes to complete the quiz.  If a student exceeds this time requirement 5 points will be deducted from the final score.  
Diversity Poster:  Students will be required to present a “Diversity Poster” which is worth 40 points.  This assignment requires students to come to the Reedley Campus.  Two dates will be given with the understanding that students are only required to attend and present on one of the dates.  If students choose to attend both dates and stay the entire class session, 25 points extra credit will be given.  
Instructor’s Thoughts:  Due to the online nature of this class, lectures will be replaced with “Instructor’s Thoughts.”  Students are required to listen to these lectures.  These lectures will either be in PowerPoint or MP3 file form.  “Instructor’s Thoughts” will be posted by Monday morning for the assigned week.
Additional Assignments:  
1. Weekly journal - Students will be expected to keep a weekly journal in which students reflect on the application of specific topics, from that weeks chapter, to their personal lives.  Each journal entry must be a minimum of two typed pages.  Students are required to turn in journals on the proper due date.  Journals for chapters 1-12 are worth 20 points, journals for chapters 13 and 14 are worth 30 points.

2. Film analysis – Students are to examine a film relative to specific aspects of Interpersonal Communication.  Films for this paper must be approved by the instructor prior to starting this assignment.   Papers must be a minimum of five typed pages.  

PLEASE NOTE:  Weekly journals and film analysis must be typed, double spaced  using 12 pitch, Times New Roman font with one inch margins.  
Plagiarism: Borrowing someone else’s words/work without proper citation is illegal and will not be tolerated!  Make sure you review “What is Plagiarism”, found in the course documents, before you start your work!
