SYLLABUS

REQUIRED TEXT: Prebles’ ARTFORMS by, Patrick Frank
COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is an introduction to the visual arts. We will begin with the broad question, “What is art?” In answering this question we will learn the specific elements and fundamental principles of art and design. We will also learn the types of media and applications used in making art and the terminology necessary to talk about art in a knowledgeable way. Throughout the course we will consider historical context through a brief survey of the major styles and periods of Western and non-Western art. This survey will take us from cave paintings through contemporary works. There will be a LOT of required reading in this class. I suggest you take good notes in class; any and all lecture information may be on the exams. 
GRADING: NO LATE WORK ACCEPTED. There will be 4 examinations, worth 100 points each. The exams may include multiple choice, true-false, matching, term identification, slide identification, and essay. The questions will be taken from chapter terms, slide notes/class lectures, and chapter reading assignments. There will be 2 writing assignments worth 100 points each. The written assignments must have a cover page and be 3 full pages minimum. They must be typed in 12pt font (times new roman), with 1 inch margins on all sides and double spaced. Incomplete answers, poor grammar, fragmented sentences, misspelled terms, poorly organized structure, and essays which do not fully address the visual elements of the images will result in a lower grade. There will be 4 homework projects worth 50 points each. Finally, 200 points of your grade will be derived from your class participation and attendance.
