Description:
This course is designed to introduce beginning students to techniques and materials related to painting. Emphasis is placed on gaining a broad range of information regarding the use of water based paint in the interest of becoming better able to express oneself. Advanced students will further investigate the expressive possibilities of paint.

Objectives:

To introduce water based painting materials and techniques,


     and to become competent with these materials and techniques.


To encourage the expressive possibilities of the use of paint.

To develop the student’s ability to evaluate his/her own work and the work


      of others.


To further develop one’s aesthetic sensibilities.

Methods of Evaluation:
Students will be evaluated on their level of commitment and participation at the various exercises and activities in and out of class. Attendance is important to succeeding in this class. 2 Critiques, a Final Mural Project, 3 Completed Paintings, 4 completed studies, and a Daily Participation score will also be used in evaluating the student’s progress.

Daily Participation Policy:

Student has the possibility to earn between 0 and 10 points per class meeting. Therefore, attendance is an important part of the student’s grade in this class. If you are not in class you can not score points for that day. During class you are expected to utilize the time working on painting.

Inefficient use of classroom time will result in a loss of points for the day. 

Being late to class or leaving early will result in the loss of 5 points toward your daily score. Being 20 minutes late (or leaving early) could cause a loss of your entire point score for that day. 

Three absences could result in the student being dropped from the class.
Clean-Up:

Clean-up begins at 11:00am. This does not mean class is dismissed at 11:30. 

Leaving class early will cost you 5 points from your Daily Participation Score. WE MUST ALL make an effort to keep the sink clean of paint, it tends to sit  in there…

Break-time:

There is one official break for this class from 9:50am- 10:10am. If you leave early or return late from the break, you will lose points from your Daily Participation Score.

NOTE: Please turn OFF all Cell Phones, No texting, no Ipods, No Beepers enter this class!!! (Not doing so WILL result in a loss of  all points for the day.)

 4 Small canvas boards (these will be used for the studies)

Basic red, blue, yellow, black and white acrylic paint. Liquitex or Golden brands are best.
