COURSE OBJECTIVES:

A) Examine the development of political and governmental institutions in the United States from the post-Reconstruction Era to the present.

B) Describe the evolution of the American economy after 1865, focusing on America’s emergence as a modern industrial society and dominant force in the global economy.

C) Compare and contrast trends and movements in American social, cultural, and intellectual life from 1865 to the present.
D) Trace changes in American social structure as influenced by such factors as urbanization, industrialization, the expansion of suburbs, and the movement toward a post-industrial society in the mid-twentieth century.

E) Evaluate the contributions, socio-economic conditions and experiences of minority groups and women in the history of the United States from 1865 to the present.

F) Analyze changes in United States immigration policy as well as the impact of immigration on American society since 1865.

G) Identify the main features and consequences of the United States’ foreign policy, focusing on America’s emergence as a world power as well as its role in major wars and international conflicts since 1865.

H) Assess the importance of specific prominent persons, places, and events in United States history.

COURSE OUTCOMES:

A) Apply knowledge of American political and governmental institutions to current political debates.
B) Describe the impact of America’s rise as an industrial power on modern America and its role in the global economy.

C) Outline the trends and movements in American cultural, social, and intellectual life since 1877.

D) Relate the dynamics of America’s changing social structure—the experience of minority groups and the impact of immigration—to American society at the beginning of the twenty-first century.

E) Describe the causes and consequences of America’s foreign policy and its wars in the late nineteenth, twentieth, and twenty-first centuries.

F) Compare and contrast important political, social, and economic events and individuals from the American past with current trends in American society.

GRADING: Your grade will be determined by these criteria:

1) EXAMINATIONS: You will be given a total of five examinations throughout the semester, including the final. ALL STUDENTS WILL BE REQUIRED TO TAKE THE FINAL EXAM. In addition, YOUR FINAL EXAM SCORE CANNOT BE DROPPED. With the exception of the final, your lowest exam score will be dropped. If you miss more than one exam, make-up exams are allowed only with proper documentation, e.g., proof of hospitalization. Permission to take a make-up exam is left to the discretion of your instructor. Each exam will consist of 50 multiple choice questions (weighted 1.5 points each, total = 75 points), plus a choice of one essay question chosen by your instructor (25 points), totaling 100 points for each exam. A study guide will be given to you prior to each exam. CONSULT YOUR STUDY GUIDES VERY CAREFULLY.  
Total possible points for exams: 100 pts. x 4 exams = 400 points.

2) QUIZZES: As an incentive to keep pace with the assigned readings, four quizzes will be given throughout the semester. Your lowest quiz score will be dropped. A missed quiz will count as your dropped score. Each quiz will be 10 True/False questions based on the assigned readings and lectures. The quizzes may be announced in advance or they may be given without warning. All quizzes will be given at the beginning of each meeting, so be on time. Each quiz will be worth 10 points.

Total possible points for quizzes: 10 pts. x 3 quizzes = 30 points.
