Course Description:
This class is an introduction to the fundamentals of music.  Over the next six weeks, we will discuss basic music theory and notation.  Topics will include clefs, intervals, scales, chords, key and time signatures, melodic design, basic ear training, keyboard training, and sight-singing.

Attendance:
Regular attendance is mandatory.  More than two unexcused absences will result in an automatic drop/fail.  Absences may be excused in circumstances of extreme illness (with proof of a doctor’s note) or a death in the student’s immediate family.  The instructor must be notified as far in advance of the absence as possible.  In case of either excused or unexcused absences, it is the student’s responsibility to find out and make up the material he or she has missed.  Class will begin promptly at 8:00 each morning.  A tardy of thirty minutes or more will constitute one unexcused absence.  Three tardies will constitute one unexcused absence.
Grading:
Your grade will be determined from a combination of class participation, weekly homework, quizzes, a cumulative final examination, and a final project.  Completion of all portions of the class is mandatory.  The rubric is as follows:

Objectives and Outcomes:



To achieve a better understanding and appreciation for music by exploring the basic how-tos of music theory and notation.


To become more critical listeners and develop a deeper understanding of the music we hear every day.


To apply new knowledge of keyboard and recorder performance in class.



To have fun exploring both familiar and new forms of music together as a class.

Other Important Information:

Late homework will not be accepted for a grade, however finishing the homework assignment anyway is a good idea.  Music topics are highly interrelated, and though it may not kill your grade, skipping one homework assignment may make the ones to follow seem more difficult.


Quizzes will be given in the second hour of class every Thursday.  


The final exam will be administered on Thursday, August 2nd.  If you want your final exam back at the end of the semester, supply a self-addressed stamped envelope when you turn it in, and I will mail it back to you.


Your final project will consist of two components, an oral presentation of between seven and ten minutes, and a three page (typed, double-spaced, 12 point font) listening report.  The written portion of your final project will be due on Monday, July 30th.  Presentations will be given during the last week of class.
