COURSE DESCRIPTION

This is an introduction to statistical methods and techniques for business, behavioral, and social science majors.  Topics include descriptive measures of central tendency and variability, probability, binomial and normal distributions, random variables, sampling, estimating, hypothesis testing (parametric and nonparametric), correlation and regression. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES
In the process of completing the course, the student will:

A. Summarize and describe given data sets

B. Apply the methods of descriptive statistics to determine the measures of central tendency and variability to a variety of problems.

C. Apply basic principles of probability to determine probabilities of a variety of events.

D. Analyze discrete and continuous probability distributions.

E. Explore the basics of sampling theory.

F. Estimate population parameters through studying confidence intervals.

G. Examine hypothesis testing for small and large samples and multiple populations.   

H. Determine if a relationship exists between quantitative variables.

REQUIRED MATERIALS

3-ring binder, plenty of college ruled paper, pencils, 4 x 6 note cards, scientific calculator, highlighter, graph paper, ruler or straight-edge
ATTENDANCE

You are expected to attend all class sessions, be on time and be in class the entire class session.  Calling or emailing me to tell me you will be absent does not excuse you.  There are no excused absences.  If you do miss a class, for any reason, it is your responsibility to learn the material covered in class that day.  If you decide to stop attending class, for any reason, it is your responsibility to drop this class.  The necessary forms are available in the Admissions & Records Office.  Students who fail to show on the first two days of class are automatically dropped.  Four (4) absences, or the equivalent, will result in an automatic drop or a grade of “F” from the course, depending on the date.  If you are late (1 – 15 minutes), it counts as half an absence.  If you leave early, it counts as a full absence.
BEHAVIOR

Your classmates and I would greatly appreciate you take care of any personal needs (using the restroom, getting a drink, sharpening a pencil, making/receiving phone calls) before class begins.  You may not use your phone as a calculator, nor may you share calculators on test day.  Please do not bring guests to class. 

Any student(s) caught cheating on any test will receive a zero (0) for that test.  If there is a second incidence of cheating, then you will receive an F for the semester regardless of your current grade.  All incidences of cheating will be reported to the Dean of Instruction.
HOMEWORK

You are strongly encouraged to do the homework assigned everyday.  It is necessary to practice the concepts so that understanding can be achieved.  All homework assigned in class should be completed for the next class session.  (Any athlete or musician requires practice to improve his/her performance.  The same concept applies to anyone learning new subject matter.)  2 sections of homework will be collected and graded on test day.  Each section is worth fifty (50) points.  I will randomly choose which 2 sections on test day, so be sure you have all sections completed and ready to turn in with you in class on test day.  Homework is graded upon completeness, neatness and effort.  All work must be shown in order to receive credit.  No late homework is accepted!  Homework with frayed edges from a spiral notebook also will not be accepted.  Being absent does not entitle you to turn in the assignment late.  It is your responsibility to make sure it is turned in when it is due.

EXAMS

There will be approximately five (5) exams plus a comprehensive final exam.  Each exam is worth one hundred (100) points.   The final exam is worth two hundred (200) points.  No exam will be given early or late, nor may they be made up if missed.   No exceptions!  Please do not ask!  The final exam is scheduled for Friday, August 3rd during regular class time.

GRADES

Tests account for 65% of your grade.  Homework accounts for 35% of your grade.  The following scale determines your course grade.

A = 90 – 100%, B = 80 – 89%, C = 70 – 79%, D = 60 – 69%, F = below 60%
