SYLLABUS

REQUIRED TEXT: Prebles’ ARTFORMS by, Patrick Frank
COURSE DESCRIPTION: This 3 unit course is an introduction to visual culture, with an emphasis on the fine arts, through lecture and discussion. We will examine the basic elements and principles of art and how they play a major role in Art History. The student will learn the basic elements and principles of art through reading, lecture, power-point presentations, film, DVD/video, and projects assigned in and outside of the classroom. No Art background is necessary.

COURSE OBJECTIVE: To help students gain a greater understanding and appreciation of Art. To give students an understanding of the visual elements and principles of design of visual language; the materials and processes of various media and how these formal properties contribute to the content and meaning of Art. Students will be encouraged to develop a notion of personal aesthetics, and gain a vocabulary with regard to the basic elements and principles of analyzing objects of Art. In addition this course is an introduction to the historical evolution of the visual arts.

UPON COMPLETION OF THIS COURSE THE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES ARE TO:
* demonstrate an appreciation of the purposes and functions of visual culture in society, and the reason why the arts in all forms are vital to humanity.

*be able to recognize & understand various applications used

*be able to use the proper visual language in describing artworks

*be able to recognize the various materials & processes used in artworks

*understand why an artist may choose one media over another

*have the ability to recognize different styles of art
 We will begin with the broad question, “What is art?”  There will be a LOT of required reading in this class. I strongly suggest buy the book and do the reading. Take notes because all reading and lecture information may be on quizzes and/or tests.* Do not depend on me to feed you everything, some questions on quizzes/tests will come strictly from your reading assignments and not necessarily be given in class.

Please attach a picture of the work you are writing about.

EXTRA CREDIT; you may earn 20 extra points for giving a 20 minute oral presentation dealing with a cultural subject. (Subject needs my approval)
