This course is a requirement for the biological major, and is designed to introduce the student to a variety of topics in the area of biology.  Students will study the chemistry of life, the cell, cellular structure, metabolism, photosynthesis, aerobic and anaerobic respiration, mitosis, meiosis, genetics, molecular biology, and evolution.  Genetics will include Mendelian genetics, human genetics, and biotechnology.
