2. Work in small groups to write a script from a lengthier folk tale with dialogue and stage direction, to be performed during the second class. (60 points)

At Home:

1. Make a paper mache hand puppet - head and body – that matches the characters in the script created by your small group.  (60 points)

3. Collection of notes taken in class from lecture and text:  (40)
