COURSE OBJECTIVES

Upon completing this course, the student will be able to:

1. Demonstrate knowledge about and build an understanding of the child as developing within a series of systems and influenced by many specific agents of socialization.

2. Synthesize facts, concepts and principles that help build a deeper and broader understanding of the nature, functions, cycles, structures, problems and diversity of families.

3. Analyze ideas and attitudes about families from differing perspectives.

4. Identify stereotypes and assumptions that often affect attitudes and actions.

5. Identify how situations and policies in the community and larger society affect family stability and children’s behavior and development directly or indirectly.

6. Identify and obtain necessary information about agencies, programs and resource materials that can contribute to solutions to problems for families.

7. Begin to interpret children’s behavior problems, investigate causes, and outline responses for constructive immediate and long-term outcomes.

8. Demonstrate improved ability to interact effectively, understand other’s feelings, generate trust and confidence, speak publicly and express personal feelings appropriately in a group setting.

9. Describe insights into our own values and effects of our life experiences on our attitudes, values, goals and self-esteem.

10. Articulate signs of specific problems that families may have and be able to initiate the referral process.

11. Demonstrate critical thinking skills through discussion and analysis of issues and values, comparisons of positions and evaluation of information and resource materials.
