Course Description:  This course studies basic theories, research, concepts and principles of physical, emotional, cognitive and social development at each stage of life from conception through adolescence.

Course Objectives:  In the process of completing this course, students will:

A. Compare and contrast the historical perspectives/theories of child development to modern perspectives/theories.

B. Describe the common research methods used to study children, and explain their strengths and limitations.

C. Describe the developmental changes that take place in children with typical and atypical development.

D. Identify those variables that lead to typical development ant those that contribute to atypical development.

E. Demonstrate effective techniques in observing typical and atypical development in children.

F. Relate developmental and learning theories to language and communication skills in children birth to age twelve.

G. Relate developmental and learning theories to familial relationships, child-care settings, attachment relationships, stranger anxiety, and separation anxiety.

H. Recognize the impact of biological, environmental, social political and nutritional factors on health and well being of children and their families.

I. Describe the effective use of discipline, shaping, reinforcement and modeling behavior.

Course Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

A. Compare historical theories of child development to current theories.

B. Apply current theories of child development to assess a child’s physical, emotional, social, and cognitive development.

C. Differentiate between typical and atypical development in children.

D. Complete a case study on a child.

Required Assignments:

Case Study Report (Problem Solving and Writing Requirements) 50% of Final Grade :


Student will be required to demonstrate understanding and application of course content through completing a Child Case Study Report.  This assignment will require the student to use observational skills to gather information on one child, assess the child’s development, and present findings in a written paper* describing the child’s physical, cognitive, social, and emotional development.  A minimum of 12 hours of observation time is required at the Reedley College Child Development Center.  This assignment is worth a total of 300 points. 

*All written papers must be typed, double-spaced, and free from spelling and grammar errors (see Writing Guidelines handout for more information).

**TB Clearance:  Students are required to have a current TB test for completion of the observations.  TB tests are given at the Reedley College Health Center.
Exams and Problem Solving Activities (Objective Examinations ) 50% of Final Grade:  

1.  Exams:  There will be a total of 5 exams worth 40 points each.  Exams will be made up of multiple-choice questions related to the materials covered in class.  It is recommended that students attend class meetings in preparation for the exams.  Exams will be given during class time and no make-up exams will be given (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).   

2.  i>clicker Participation/Problem Solving Activities:

You are required to purchase an i>clicker remote for in-class participation.  i>clicker is a response system that allows you to respond to questions posed during class.  You will earn 100 participation points (toward your final grade) for using your i>clicker remote in class.  You must sign-in, and answer the questions posed during each lecture to earn your daily participation points.  In addition to daily participation points, we will also use the remotes to take at least one of the required exams.  In order to receive credit, you will need to register your i>clicker remote in class by the second week of the semester.  The longer you wait to register your remote, the more participation points you will lose; So please purchase your remote immediately!  i>clicker will be used every day in class, and you are responsible for bringing your remote daily..

Extra Credit Activities:


You will have the opportunity to earn 35 extra credit points towards your final grade.  Extra Credit Activities are designed to stretch your cognitive abilities, thus increasing your ability to apply stored knowledge to your educational training.  Each activity is worth 1 point and is completed at the beginning of every class meeting.  If you are absent or late to class, you miss the opportunity to earn the extra credit point for that day.
