Course Objectives:  Chemistry 3A is a chemistry course for students who need some chemistry background but may not be science, engineering or pre-medical professional majors.  It is intended for such diverse majors as nursing, physical therapy, agriculture and natural resources.  Although much of the material is not covered in depth, a large number of topics are covered in a short period of time.  The course is designed to prepare students for courses that teach the applications of chemistry.  Completion of homework problem sets are required to understand the calculations, chemical names and formulas and concepts covered in the course.

Lecture Notes:  The ability to listen an efficiently take notes is an essential skill used to succeed in college level courses.  Taking notes is mandatory in this class.  Most skills found on quizzes and exams will come from lectures.  Lecture notes will help you with your homework sets.

Laboratory work:  The lab will consist of experiments that relate to the material in the lecture and homework.  The students must perform all the assigned experiments.  25% of your final grade in this class will come from lab work.  An “F” grade in the lab means you will fail to earn credit in the class.

Homework:  Homework will be assigned.  Selected problems will be graded.  It is essential to your success in the class that you do your homework.  Read the text and look at the examples.  Use your lecture notes for further help.

Attendance:  Attendance in both lecture and laboratory is mandatory.  I will reward you for good attendance (90%) by dropping your lowest quiz grade.  The students will be automatically dropped if s(he) misses three consecutive lectures without prior notification of the instructor.  ALWAYS inform the instructor ahead of time if you will miss a quiz or exam.  Without prior notification your grade will be a zero when you miss any exam or quiz.

Behavior:  Tardiness, leaving early, leaving class, sleeping, using cell phones, disruptive behavior or poor class participation will constitute an absence.  I know you are here to learn the material.  I am here to help you.  Students who prevent this process will be asked to leave.

Quizzes and Exams:  There will be three quizzes covering the material of previous lectures.  These quizzes will be equally weighted and will account for 25% of your final grade.  There will be three exams, two plus the final.  Each will cover significantly more material than a quiz.  The exams will constitute 40% of your final grade.
