Course Description:  This is a two unit course in development of self-understanding through group dynamics.  This course is designed for students with physical, communicative, and/or learning limitations.

Topics to be covered: Understanding group dynamics; evaluation of group processes and content, various stages of group development, and various stages of communication in groups; being an active listener in groups; evaluation of self awareness and understanding; understanding general patterns and modes of both verbal and non-verbal communications; and understanding the behavior and expression of others. 

Textbooks: You will be provided with a class booklet that contains all lecture notes and class assignment sheets. 
Materials Needed: Bring to class class booklet, binder with paper, and a pencil or pen. You will lose participation points if you do not bring materials to class.
Attendance and Class Participation: Students are expected to attend all classes, actively participate in class exercises and discussions, and complete and turn in assignments. Students who are late or frequently absent will lose participation points. If a student is unable to attend, it is his/her responsibility to notify the instructor and get any missed information and/or assignments from the instructor or other students.
