Course Description




This class involves the fundamentals of floral design theory, techniques, and skills currently practiced in the floral design industry. Subjects will include applied art principles, cut flower care & handling practices, proper and safe use of florist tools and materials, pricing of floral products, and use of current floral business technology. Course instruction includes construction of corsages, floral arrangements, introductory ornamental horticulture, identification of plants and flowers, professional industry organizations, and career opportunities.

· Participate in basic horticulture production; demonstrate understanding of flower and foliage production.

· Create a professional portfolio of career technical skills and design abilities.

· Motivate you as a consumer, to appreciate floral design.
