Course Prerequisites

English 125 and 126 or placement by college assessment.
Course Description
Welcome to English 1A! This class serves to foster skills in reading, analyzing, and composing college-level prose, with emphasis on the expository: studying writing as a process exploring different composing structures and strategies editing and revising one’s own writing conducting research (gathering, organizing, evaluating, integrating, and documenting information,) culminating in a term research paper.

English 1A is equivalent to a freshman composition course at a four-year university.  The main goal of this course is to refine your reading and writing skills so that you can effectively express yourself at a university level.  This involves critical thinking skills and the ability to analyze and comprehend other pieces of writing.  These are skills that we will work on and improve throughout the semester.   Along with these skills, we will develop and polish your vocabulary and sentence structure, grammar and mechanics, and understanding of academic essay structures.  
Course Outcome

By the end of this class you will be able to:

*  Write several revised essays, including a 5-7 page documented research paper.


*Arrange and integrate ideas in an essay form employing thesis statement, topic 


sentences, explanation of supporting data, introductions and conclusions.


* Develop a thesis for an argumentative or persuasive essay for its relevance, 

audience, and strength  


* Perform targeted research from valid sources, incorporate quotes and paraphrased 

text as support, and avoid plagiarism.

* Correctly employ the rules of citation and discriminate among resources, 

especially internet sources for accuracy and validity.

* Use Standard American English for the various requirements of universities and the 

workplace (avoid using slang, conversational diction and sexist language) and 

following common usage guidelines.


* Plan essays in a variety of organizational structures depending on purpose and 

rhetorical mode.


* Craft increasingly mature and cogent writing, striving for clarity, power, rhythm, 

texture, tone and grace. 

* Practice revision of essays to achieve such writing.


* Edit essays for errors in sentence construction, punctuation and mechanics.  At first 

you will rely on the instructor’s guidance and your peers in these areas.  Ultimately, 

the student should perform these tasks independently with good accuracy.

*  Write organized essays with thesis and adequate support independently within a class period (timed writing).


* Generate ideas through various prewriting strategies such as outlining, free writing, 

or clustering.


* Plan and structure an essay with careful attention to answering the question.


* Compose timed writing responses to prompts.


* Proofread and practice self-evaluation. 
* Summarize and comprehend college-level prose
Reading assignments are intended to be models of various writing structures, organization, tone, and effectiveness through word chose and rhetorical mode.  They are examples and inspirations for your own writing.  Make sure you read them carefully, look up new vocabulary and are prepared to discuss the pieces.

Attendance Policy

* Our goal is increased knowledge and mastery of effective writing, not Grades.  Therefore, some assignments will not receive points but are still required for completion. 
* Class participation includes being present in class and taking part in discussion, whether that is answering questions, asking questions, or participating in conversation. It requires you to have the class assignments read before coming to class.  
Assignment Requirements

♦  Quizzes and posting on Blackboard must be done on time, no late work will be 

    accepted. If you are absent and miss a quiz, you will not be able to make it up  

    UNLESS you contact me BEFORE the class period and I approve a make-up time.  If 

    you arrive after the quiz has been distributed, you cannot take the quiz. 

♦  Homework assignments will be due at the BEGINNING of the class period—print      

    your work before coming to class.  Being absent does not excuse you from a due date.   

    If you are not able to attend class, you must get your work to me before the due date.  
♦  Homework cannot be left in my box unless first discussed and approved by me. 

♦  In-class assignments are just that, to be completed IN CLASS.  If you miss an in-class 

    assignment you cannot make it up. SO BE IN CLASS!
♦ Papers turned in late will be given a one week grace period in which you may still

   turn in a paper but it will be docked one full letter grade. No papers will be 

   accepted after this grace period.

♦ Always keep a copy of your work, especially drafts that have been returned with my 
   comments.

♦ Keep all drafts and phases of your work (I may ask for them at any point).  
♦ Proofread! Please be sure to proofread your work before you turn it in.  This means 

   check it for spelling, punctuation, correct grammar, complete sentences, etc
♦ Format for every paper:



• Typed



• Times New Roman font size 12



• Double Spaced


• Put your name, date, class, and assignment title in   

                          the upper left-hand corner of your paper.



• Always give your papers an interesting title.



• All papers must be revised and typed in accordance with MLA   

                          guidelines.

• Word Processing Format: The most common word processing format is 

  Microsoft Word. If you use another word processing program, you will  

  need to find out how to save your work in Rich Text Format (RTF).  

  Guidelines for how to save in RTF are found under the Course   

  Documents tab of the classroom Blackboard.  Please do not use  

 Microsoft Works or any other program that does not allow for easy 

 conversion.
