Course Description:
This class is an introduction to the fundamentals of music.  Over the course of the semester, we will discuss basic music theory and notation.  Topics will include clefs, intervals, scales, chords, key and time signatures, melodic design, basic ear training, keyboard and recorder training, sight-singing, and other basic music performance.

Attendance:
Regular attendance is strongly recommended.  

Of course, come to class.  Attendance will figure into your final grade.  Tardiness is frowned upon, but is better than skipping class if you are late.  Try not to interrupt the class and check with me afterward to make sure you are marked present.  Any student who misses four or more class meetings in the first three weeks will be dropped.  Any student who misses nine or more class meetings throughout the semester will receive a failing grade.  If you have a reasonable excuse for missing class, please email it to me.  I will be more willing to assist and compromise with those students who attend class on a regular basis and exhibit a good work ethic.
