
Course Description: This is a first  course in elementary algebra.  Topics include algebraic

expressions, linear equations and inequalities in one and two variables, exponents and 

polynomials, factoring and rational expressions.
Prerequisites:  Math 250 (College Arithmetic) or Math 257 or equivalent

*Calculators are only allowed when approved by me and are considered as cheating, otherwise.

Attendance:  Daily attendance is strongly recommended.  You are expected to attend all class 
meetings, be on time, and participate in class for the entire class session.  Notifying me to tell me you will be absent does not excuse you.  Leaving class early will be counted as being absent!  Three (3) absences may result in a drop from the course.    You are responsible for all material presented in class (whether or not it is covered in the text) and all announcements made in class.  If you do miss class, you should get the missing information from a classmate.

Homework:  Homework will be assigned regularly.  There is a homework assignment at the end


of every section (Please refer to the Homework Assignment lists).  You will not master
the material if you do not do the assignments.  Homework should be written in pencil on
one side of a standard sized sheet of paper 8.5’’ x 11’’ (no spiral paper) stapled in the
upper left-hand corner, and in order.  Your name should be written at the top on every
page.

Each assignment will be graded on completeness, neatness, and effort.  Problems must 

be written out and you must show your work on every problem.  No work, no credit!
Each section will be worth 3 points. 
Homework assignments that are collected are due every Friday after every quiz.  No 
late homework will be accepted!  Note: Being absent the day homework is collected does not entitle you to turn it in late!
If you have any questions on the homework, feel free to email me or ask me at the

beginning of class (except on Fridays) so that we may discuss them in class.  Make sure 
you have attempted the problem before you ask me to solve it. 
The purpose of written homework in this course is to develop skills in understanding and
communicating mathematics to others.  Think of the assignment as an exercise in 
learning and in reporting what you have learned.  There is a lot of truth in the statement: 
“if you can’t explain it, you don’t understand it.”
Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given every Friday at the beginning of class.  You will have
approximately 15 minutes to complete the quiz.  The quizzes will be closed book and
closed notes, but you are to have your homework out during the quiz.
You must show your work in order to receive credit.  The quizzes will be on the material covered during the week.  Make-ups of quizzes will not be given.  You must be present at the time of the quiz to receive credit.  Each quiz will be worth 10 points.
Exams:  There will be three midterm exams, each worth 100 points.  You must show your work in order to receive full (or partial) credit (except possibly on multiple choice questions, which will be counted as either right or wrong).  The exams will be on the material covered in any handouts, lectures, homework, and text.  The dates for these exams will be announced in class.  Make-up exams are NOT given.  No exceptions!

You may not use any electronic device (e.g. cellphones) other than a regular
calculator (if it is allowed) on any quiz or exam.  There is no sharing of calculators on any quiz or exam!
Final Exam:  The comprehensive final exam will be given on Monday, December 15, 2008
from 1 to 2:50 pm.  The final is worth 200 points.
