Course Information:  
Schedule #: 56470 and meets in Room CCI 204 MWF 8:00-8:50am and online. Instead of meeting on campus for 6 hours a week, we will meet 3 hours on campus and you will be responsible for the other 3 hours online.
Catalog Description:  
Arithmetic operations on whole numbers, fractions and decimals:  application of order of operations to simplification of mathematical expressions.  Word problems and applications of arithmetic using ratios, proportions and percents.  Designed as a quick review of college arithmetic to prepare the student for MATH 256 or MATH 101.
Required text:  
Make sure to buy the bundled textbook (which includes the textbook and access code) at the Reedley College Bookstore.  Ask for the Math 250 book for Mr. Tayar’s 9 week class schedule # 56470. 

Note:  Before you buy the book, make sure both you and your computer are ready to take this course.  Do not buy the book if your computer does not meet these minimum requirements.  This book comes bundled with a Student Access Kit.  It is very important that your book has the Student Access Kit with it.  Once you open the kit you will not be able to return the book for a full refund.

Course Outcomes:  

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:

· apply the four arithmetic operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division) to problems involving whole numbers.

· apply the four arithmetic operations to problems involving fractional numbers.

· apply the four arithmetic operations to problems involving decimal numbers.

· evaluate whole numbers raised to exponents using the definition of exponents.

· solve consumer arithmetic problems such as balancing a checkbook and calculating unit cost.

· solve consumer arithmetic problems using ratios and proportions such as proportionally increasing or decreasing a recipe and calculating fuel mileage.

· solve business applications such as computing simple interest.
Course Objectives:
In the process of completing this course, students will:
· develop an understanding of the base ten number system.

· practice with and master basic addition and multiplication facts of single digit whole numbers.

· learn, extensively practice and apply the concepts of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division of single and multiple digit whole numbers and decimals.

· learn, extensively practice and apply the concepts of addition, subtraction, multiplication and division of fractions.

· use ratios to compare two quantities with the same units.

· use rates to compare two quantities with different units.

· set up the four elements of a proportion.

· determine whether a statement is a proportion.

· solve a proportion with an unknown element.

· convert numbers between decimal, fractional and percent forms.

· translate a percent problem into an equation and solve.

· translate a percent problem into a proportion and solve.

Online Homework: 

Online homework assignments are completed online and the assignments can be found at the Course Compass website.  You may work ahead if you like; all homework for the entire course is made available to the student at the beginning of the semester.  The program is set up so that you must complete all the homework assignments with at least a 70% to be able to take the online chapter tests.  Do not expect to take the online chapter tests and then complete the homework.  Each assignment has a due date and the assignment will be unavailable to the student after the due date.  Homework will not be accepted late, but the two lowest homework scores will be dropped to allow for any emergencies.  It is important to stay current to be successful in the course!

Note:  When working on homework, you do not have to complete an entire assignment during one session.  If you need to stop while in the middle of an assignment, you can submit your work and the program will save it for you.  You can then come back to the assignment and continue from where you left off at another time.
Written Homework:
There will be written homework assignments for the semester.  These assignments will be collected in class.  All work must be shown in order to receive full credit for these assignments.  No Late assignments are accepted.  I will answer any HW questions at the beginning of each class before HW is collected.  Your homework will be graded on completeness, neatness, and effort.  Problems must be written out in pencil and all work must be shown in order to receive credit.  I will not accept HW on spiral bound notebook paper.  Please staple your HW in the top left corner and clearly highlight the section number at the top of each page or it will not be accepted.  If you come to class after the HW has been collected or are absent it will not be accepted for full credit.  All late HW must be turned in by the following class meeting for half credit.  If you are absent, you are still responsible for any HW assignments.  It is your responsibility to keep up with the pace of the class.  
 Online Chapter Tests/Quizzes:  
There will be one or more online tests/quizzes for each chapter.  Your lowest online test/quiz score will be dropped.  There are no make-ups for missed tests/quizzes.  No exceptions.  Note:  Once you begin an Online Test you will have 90 minutes to complete it.  After the 90 minutes have expired the test will no longer be available to you.  It is not possible to stop the exam and return to it later!
In-Class Assignments:  
There will be quizzes, in-class assignments and possibly group projects assigned throughout the semester.  No in class assignments can be made up so attendance is very important.  These assignments will be included as part of your HW grade. 
Attendance:
If you are absent more than once in the first two weeks of the semester or more than twice in the first four weeks you may be dropped from the course.  Attendance is a key factor in your success as a college student.  Students are expected to attend all class meetings, be on time, and be in class the entire class session.  3 absences over the course of the entire semester may result in a drop from the course.  However, if you decide to drop the course, it is your responsibility to make the drop official in the Admissions and Records office or else possibly receive an F in the course.  Also, there are to be no visitors in class for any reason.  Pagers, cell-phones, CD/DVD/MP3 players, and any other electronic device must be turned off, silenced, and out of sight before entering class.  You will be asked to leave if your phone rings in class. Also, cell phones are NOT to be used as calculators.  
Tardies:

It is distracting, rude and unfair to classmates and to the instructor when a student is late.  Leaving class at anytime during the lecture will not be allowed.  Please use the restroom/make phone calls before class or at the designated break times.  If you leave class at any time, it will count as a tardy.  Two tardies will be counted as an absence.  You are responsible for telling me, at the end of class, that you were tardy.  If I mark you absent and you do not tell me of your tardy, you will remain absent.  If you leave class early, you will be marked absent.  Students with chronic tardiness may be dropped from the course.  
Exams:  

There will be an exam at the end of each unit, approximately every 2-3 weeks.  Each exam will be worth 100 points.  There are no make-ups for missed exams.  No exceptions.  Calling the day of the exam and telling me that you can not make it to class is inexcusable.  All tests will be taken using pencil.
Final Exam:
A final exam worth 100 points will be given at the end of the semester during finals week.
