Course Description: This is a two (2) unit course that is designed for students with learning disabilities who want to improve their math skills with whole numbers.  Students will have direct instruction, group interaction, and computer based practice to designed to increase their understanding and use of whole number computation and word problems.

Topics to be covered: Reading and writing whole numbers, place value, rounding, addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, and word problems. 
In the process of completing this course, students will:

1. read and write whole numbers.

2. understand place value.

3. round whole numbers to the specified place value.

4. practice using the commutative and associative properties for addition and multiplication.

5. use whole numbers for addition, including regrouping.

6. use whole numbers for subtraction, including regrouping.

7. use whole numbers for multiplication up to two digits x two digits.

8. use whole numbers for division of numbers up to a one digit divisor and a two digit dividend.

9. use whole numbers to solve word problems using addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.

10. practice recognizing and using correct operations to solve word problems.

Textbook: We will be using Whole Numbers, the Express Way by Rosemarie Bezerra-Nader. Each student must purchase this book.
Materials Needed: Pencil and 3 ring binder to keep materials in.  Bring materials and class notebook every day.  You will lose participation points if you do not have your materials.
Attendance and Class Participation: Students are expected to attend all classes, actively participate in class exercises, and discussions, and complete and turn in assignments. Students who are late or frequently absent will lose participation points. If a student is unable to attend, it is his/her responsibility to notify the instructor and make up missed assignments.  Any student who misses more than 4 classes may be dropped from the class.

Cancelled Class: If class is cancelled, there will be an official note on the door.
Grading System: This is a credit/no credit course. Credit will be based on participation and having required materials, class assignments, quizzes, and tests.
