Exams: 
1. There will be 3 exams and 1 final, exams will consist of multiple choice and short answer questions and they will cover the text as well as lecture notes.

2. There are no make-ups on missed exams. 

SOCIALIZATION PAPER:

1. You may write on the socialization of yourself or on the socialization of a member of your family, or on a fictitious character. If you choose to write about yourself, the paper would be similar to an autobiography.  If you choose to write about someone else, it would be a biography.  

2. There is no prescribed length for the paper, but you are expected to thoroughly report on the major socialization factors in the life of the person you select.  The paper must be typed. 

3. A major emphasis in this course has been to show the effect of the environment on the development of the human being.  The environment, to a large extent, determines personality, language, learning skills, intelligence, societal assets and societal challenges.  Major social – emotional outcomes are assets such as self – esteem, values, morals, attitude, and self – control. How did his/her environment shape the person you are writing about?

Influences that should be included:

A. The dominant ethos (characteristics) of the culture and time period in which the person lived and how it affected the socialization. 

B. The composition of the community (large, rural, foreign, etc.) where the individual lived.

C. The social class in which the person was born and lived and how it affected the socialization. 

D. The race and ethnic background of the person and how it affected the socialization. 

E. The composition of the family (i.e., one parent, large, etc.) and how it affected the socialization.

F. Family dynamics (parenting style), and how it affected the socialization. 

G. The gender of the person and how it affected the socialization. 

H. The school experience and how it related to the socialization.

I. Special circumstances (death of parent, war, auto accident), which may have had a major effect on socialization. 

* Include a summary statement as to what you consider the dominant factors, out of all the above, in the shaping of the individual you choose. 


4. DUE: Thursday, Apr. 3, 2008
ACTIVITIES:

1. In class activities will be provided several times during the semester to promote application of the material.

3. Groups will be required to present an oral report in class or submit a written report prior to leaving that day.
