Course Description: An intense study of Early Childhood Curriculum in the areas of cooking, sensory exploration, oral language, and children’s literature.

Course Objective: In the process of completing this course, students will:

· Apply knowledge of developmentally appropriate activities for preschool children in cooking, math, science, and oral language.

· Analyze stages of development play in the curriculum areas. 

· Describe developmentally appropriate practices in curriculum.

· Identify the importance of the process over the product in activities with young children.

· Understanding accommodations needed for children with special needs.

· Review activities for bias.

· Understand concepts of adapting experiences and enhancing or increasing “access” to an experience.

Required Assignments:

Problem Solving:

Each student will be required to show understanding and application of course content through selecting a Food Experience story book and creating age appropriate breakfast, lunch, dinner and snack menus. (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).

Skills:

· Activity Presentation and Critiques: Each student will prepare developmentally appropriate activities for young children in each of the curriculum areas discussed in class (Cooking, Sensory, Math, and Science). Students will perform the activity with a child of the appropriate age and complete a critique from related to the activity. Student’s will also turn in an Activity Plan card for each and present the activity to the class on presentation days (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).

· Lesson Plan: Each student will be required to develop a full week of curriculum for a preschool classroom. A portion of the activities will be written on Activity Plan cards and performed with children of the appropriate age. The student will then write a report on the outcomes of their lesson plan and activities. (see Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).

*All written papers must be typed, double-spaced, and free from spelling and grammar errors.
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Exams: There will be total of 2 exams (Midterm and Final). Exams will be made up of essay questions. It is recommended that students attend class meetings in preparation for the exams. Exams will be given during class time and no make-up exams will be given. (See Course Outline and Schedule for exact dates).
