COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The course is designed to assist students with disabilities in preparing for their initial semester in a community college. The student will learn to navigate the State Center Community College District campuses, utilize resources and become familiar with academic policies, procedures, and services. Course content will cover issues related to accommodations and resources available to students with disabilities to enable them to be successful in a college setting, including disability evaluation and assessment, alternative media, course selection, and scheduling.  
COURSE OUTCOMES:

The purpose of this course is to assist students with transitioning into college.  Emphasis will be placed on understanding available options, accommodations, resources and processes related to entering the college setting.

Upon completion of this course, students will be able to:
A. Complete the college application process.

B. Complete the financial aid application process.  

C. Complete the college placement test process.

D. Make initial request for services & accommodations.

E. Complete the DSP&S intake process.

F. Navigate at least 1 SCCCD campus.

COURSE GUIDELINES:

1.  Regular attendance, prompt arrival, preparation and active participation are required. In the event of an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to make arrangements with peers to collect class information and assignments. If an absence is anticipated, any assignments due that day should be submitted in advance. In the event of a tardy, please try to disturb the class as little as possible and take a seat close to the door.
